E-Learning : A challenge?
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Post -16 educational establishments are now heavily committed to e-learning support for students.  An increasing number of schools are now adopting and integrating e-learning packages into the curriculum.
In less successful ventures, Post-16 colleges and universities have adopted a ‘package’ which later turns out to be inflexible, cannot evolve, and does not suit the needs of the establishment. Worse still, they have to pay heavily for ongoing support. Many schools simply cannot afford proprietary software, expensive license fees and the associated costs of ‘support’ . 

Schools around the world, and other educational establishments,  are now turning towards free ‘Open Source’ * software, which can be tailored to fit their needs, and can be adapted and evolve with curriculum changes that schools endure virtually every year!

* Open Source :  
The ‘Open Source’ movement is an amazing global phenomenon.  It is a unique example of how global citizenship can work for the benefit of people around the world. Communities of workers design, construct and develop software. The software is released free for all to see, view, and develop further. The result provides users with high quality software, and a backup and support facility. Schools, educational establishments can save thousands of pounds of year instead of using this high quality software, No wonder Microsoft and other major companies are worried about the future. Governments, major institutions, and companies are now eager to adopt and use Open Source software instead of proprietary software, with their expensive licence fees.
